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This is a man-made beach,
but is larger than the
beach at Fort Island.

There are beach showers,
restrooms and shade.

For the young, there is a
small play area and
volleyball net.

There are picnic and BBQ
areas as well as a small
food and gift outlet.

Go south on the US 19 to
Weeki Wachee (14 miles
south of the junction US
19/98). At the Weeki
Wachee junction turn right
onto Cortez Boulavard
(CR550) and then follow
the signs for Pine Island.

The beach is about 7/8
miles from the turn off.

In the summer months
(1 April until 31 October)
there is a charge for
parking.

The beach is open from
8am until 9pm.

This is also a good place
to watch sunsets.



Hudson

This is a small beach with
shade and seating areas
and is ideal for picnics and
BBQs.

If you would prefer to eat
out there is a choice of the
Inn on the Gulf restaurant
or Sambdbs beac
There are showers and
restroom facilities.

One of the wooden
structures has an upstairs
lookout turret. There is a
childrends pl
parking is free.

Go south on the US 19 to
Clark Street (about 28
miles from the junction of
19/98). The beach is at
the end of this road.

If you would like to visit

Port Hudson Marina turn
right into Hudson Avenue
(just before Clark Street).

At the marina you will find
Hurricane Hanks Bar and
Grill.




Fort Island Beach

This is a man-made beach
with boat ramps and a new
pier that attracts
fishermen.

There are restrooms and
some shade, but no
refreshment facilities.
There is an area for picnics
and BBQs. ltis an ideal
place to watch the sunsets.

This beach can be reached
by going north along the
US 19 and turning left onto
Fort Island Trail West
(CR44A), as if you are
going to the Plantation Golf
course.

Keep going along this road
for several miles; the
beach and boat ramp are
at the end of the road.

The parking is free.



Anclote
There is a small beach in
Anclote Country Park.

There are no food or
restaurant facilities, but an
area for picnics and BBQs.

It is very picturesque and
has plenty of shade.

There is a ch
area, volleyball nets and
boat ramps.

Go south on US19 and
turn right onto the ALT 19.
Turn right onto Anclote
Boulevard and follow signs
for the Country Park.

The parking is free.
